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Many people claim to be "in the lineage of Dion Fortune". At its worst this is mere pretension. At its best it ranges from deep inspiration through her books, to long term training with Gareth Knight, to being an actual member of the Society of the Inner Light. R J Stewart does not claim to be in the lineage of Dion Fortune: he was initiated in the early 1970's by A R Heaver the hidden Glastonbury adept, and W G Gray, into two distinct but related esoteric lineages. Gray was associated with Dion Fortune, Heaver was not. Much of R J's original magical work and writing grew from seeds planted by A R Heaver. He also trained in ritual and the British and Qabalistic esoteric traditions with W G Gray from 1969-1974. Gray was a contentious eccentric old-school occultist, who asserted that he was completing tasks begun by Dion Fortune, working through powerful inner contacts. Gareth Knight confirms this phase of Gray's work, that resulted in books such as The Ladder of Lights and Magical Ritual Methods. R J Stewart was there during this phase, and assisted in the early development of Gray's Sangreal Sacrament. He spoke directly about his experiences working with Gray and meeting those Dion Fortune Inner Contacts.
